BOWA wins
national prize

The award-winning project was an
80-year-old Tudor house in Bethesda, -
which the McLean firm enlarged with
a 2,000 square-foot rear addition. This
two-story structure, with its deep
gables, slate roof, arched windows and
limestone fireplace, manages to com-
bine the Tudor influence with an excit-
ing contemporary design.
